Weather has damaged Route 66 pavement near Hydro 

Hasn't chis been the darndest 
weather? Most rain on record. 
My company is in the construc­
tion business, and for the last six 
months, it's been like riding a yo­
yo. 

Weather has played a part in the 
building and realigning of Route 
66. The 4,000-foot bridge across 
the Canadian River replaced an 
unreliable ferry during high wa­
ter times between Calumet and 
Bridgeport. A snowstorm kept the 
newly elected governor of New 
Mexico from sending his engineer 
to stop the bypassing of Santa Fe 
for a more direct route from Clines 
Corner to Albuquerque. 

We even had to cancel an As­
sociation Christmas light cruise 
because of icy conditions. 

This past summer and fall have 
taken a significant toll on the route 
for the eight miles east of Hydro'. 
Signs warning "local traffic only" 
are set up along chis stretch of 66. 
Repairing the erosion of the river 
banks will be extensive. 

You and I can support these re­
pairs with our local officials. Route 
66 is the No. 1 tourist destination/ 
attraction in Oklahoma. Travel the 
road and help preserve it.
